1305.01
LICENSE.

(a)
Required. No person shall engage in work at the trade or occupation of plumber, general contractor, electrician, sewer tapper or heating and cooling contractor in the Village, until that person obtains a license in accordance with the provisions of these regulations. General contractors as used in this chapter means any person or firm engaged in the construction, alteration or addition of any structure which requires a building permit under the Ohio Building Code or the Ohio Residential Code. Homeowners who perform work on their own property with their own hands are not required to be licensed but must comply with all other procedures.

(b)
Issuance; Fee; License from Other Political Subdivision Required. The license required by one of these regulations shall be issued to an applicant by the Zoning Inspector upon payment by the applicant to the Village of a fee as provided in accordance with a schedule established by Council and upon presentation by the applicant of proof, satisfactory to the Zoning Inspector, of such applicant’s meeting requirements established by these regulations and any other regulations established by Council. All licenses issued by the Village shall expire on December 31 of the year in which it is issued.

Revocation of License. A license provided for in these regulations may, at any time, be revoked for incompetency, fraudulent use thereof or violation of the law of the State or the ordinances of the Village relative to building, after a full and fair hearing by the Zoning Inspector. After revocation for any of the causes aforesaid, no license shall be issued to the person whose license has been revoked until at least six months have elapsed.

Use of Fees. All money derived from the licensing of applicants shall be placed to the credit of the General Fund. (Ord. 01-29. Passed 9-20-01.)

BOND REQUIRED; CONDITIONS.

All general contractors, plumbers, electricians, sewer tappers and heating and cooling contractors, licensed to perform their trade within the Village, as provided in these regulations, shall, prior to the issuance of such license, provide a bond in the penal sum of ten thousand dollars ($20,000), which bond shall provide that the licensee shall fully indemnify and save harmless the Village and any person or persons injured or damaged by the failure of such licensee to comply with the terms of any ordinance of the Village and with the terms of the laws of the State of Ohio. Such bond shall be in force from the date of its acceptance and the issuance of such license to the end of the year covered by such license, and the bond shall be renewed annually upon the re-issuance of such license. PENALTY.

Whoever violates or fails to comply with any provision of these regulations is guilty of a misdemeanor of the fourth degree. A separate offense shall be deemed committed each day during or on which a violation or noncompliance occurs or continues.

WORK STARTED EARLY AND REINSPECTION FEES.

(a)
The above fees for permit and licenses shall be tripled if any Work is commenced before an application for such permit of license has been filed with the Fiscal Officer or Zoning Inspector. Such triple fee shall not apply to any emergency or urgently necessary Work if a permit for such work is obtained as provided.

Reinspection fees may be charged Whenever an additional inspection is necessary due to: faulty or incomplete construction; improper address; locked premises; or any other reason beyond the control of the Zoning Inspector. The reinspection fee per trip shall be $30.00 payable in advance. (Ord. 01-11. Passed 8-7-01.)

CLEAN-UP BOND PROCEDURES.

(a)
The clean-up bond will be assessed in conjunction with the wrecking permit issued pursuant to Section 1313.01.

(b)
The clean-up bond will be deposited into a holding account designated by the Fiscal Officer until all construction is complete.

(c)
Upon completion of the project the entity shall contact the Village Zoning Officer to inspect the completed project to ensure that all Zoning requirements and all obligations have been met.

(d)
Once the Zoning Officer has certified that all requirements and obligations have been met the Zoning Officer shall make arrangements with the Fiscal Officer for the clean-up bond to be remitted to the individual.

(e)
If the Zoning Officer renders that the requirements and obligations have not been met, the Zoning Officer and Street Commissioner shall make sure no damage is done to the easement or street or anything else under their supervision and shall enforce the necessary provisions as established by the Zoning Code.
